REUNION ACCOMMODATIONS

Cabins: Cabins sleep 6 to 19 individuals. Small cabins
accommodate 6 to 8 adults. Large cabins accommodate
12 to 19 adults. If you don't make a roommate request, we
will assign you to an appropriately-sized cabin. Each bunk
has bathrooms attached.

If you would like to reserve a cabin for a group size less
than 6, add $25 for each person you are short. For
instance if you are a group of 4 and want to reserve a small
cabin, add $50.00 to the cost of your group for the
weekend.

ALTERNATE ACCOMMODATIONS

Main Lodge: There are 11 private rooms located on the
second floor. The rooms sleep up to 2 adults. There are 4
shared bathrooms on the second floor. These rooms are
available at the additional rate of $20.00/room for the
weekend.

There are 2 rooms with private baths in the main lodge that
sleep 2 to 4 individuals. These rooms are available at the
additional rate of $30.00/room for the weekend.

Knotty Pine Lodge: Ten private rooms with private baths
located on the first and second floor. The private rooms
can accommodate 2 to 6 adults. These rooms are
available at the additional rate of $30.00/room for the
weekend.

Camp Lohikan General Policies

1. All attendees to the reunion must sign the statement of general policies and the personal liability waiver
printed below.

2. Camp Lohikan will not be responsible for lost or stolen cash, personal belongings, or damage to personal
belongings while at camp.

3. Camp Lohikan will not be held responsible for personal injury or illness.

4. Each attendee is responsible for his/her own personal safety and medical care. There is a local health clinic
in the nearby town for anyone needing medical attention. We are 30 minutes from Wayne Memorial Hospital in
Honesdale. We use 911 for emergencies.

5. Please adhere to designated arrival times. Please arrange to arrive no earlier than 4pm on Friday.
Departure time on Sunday is 1pm.

6. There is NO SMOKING in any building or structure on camp grounds. Smoking is only permitted within 5
feet of the "Yellow Smoking Cans" located outside the dining hall.

7. For those over the age of 21, there will be wine served Friday night. Attendees over the age of 21 may bring
their own alcohol to the reunion under the following conditions. Remember, we have children on camp
grounds! Alcohol can be brought to: (1) the Friday Night wine and cheese party, (2) The Barbeque Lunch on
Saturday, (3) Saturday Dinner in the Dining Hall, (3) The Amphitheater Campfire scheduled Saturday Night
and the (4) "Last Chance Dance".

Alcohol can be brought to camp upon the condition that it be consumed responsibly. Drunken or unruly
behavior will not be tolerated. Such individuals will be required to leave the campgrounds and not return.
Alcohol can be consumed at the events, places and times indicated above, however the alcohol must be
transported to and from the event in a brown bag. Individuals consuming alcohol or visibly carrying
alcohol/drinks/beer around camp will be required to leave the grounds and not return. Alcohol can be stored in
your cabin.

It is illegal to furnish alcohol to minors. The use of illegal drugs or abuse of substances will not be tolerated
and will be reported to the Pennsylvania State Police.

8. No pets please. This includes dogs, cats, etc.

9. Parking areas are indicated at camp. Please DO NOT park on the grassy areas. Do not park next to
cabins.

10. Please respect the natural environment and gardens of camp.
11. Attendees must leave the cabins and facility free of personal effects and trash.
12. Attendees will be expected to provide his/her own sleeping bag, linens, towels, etc.

13. Our waterfront areas, high/low ropes course and climbing wall will NOT be open for use and are off limits.
These rules are for each attendee’s safety!

14. Weapons of any kind are not permitted on camp grounds. Leave knives and firearms at home!
15. Fireworks are not permitted.
16. Respect the local community — please understand that there is an 11pm noise-reduction curfew.

17. Disrespectful behavior will not be tolerated and anyone causing difficulties will be asked to leave the
premises. There are no refunds issued for dismissal.

The term ‘Activity’ as used to describe the events of the Camp
Lohikan Alumni Reunion is to be construed as broadly as permitted under the laws of the State of
Pennsylvania and is defined to include all events, activities, free time, residential time, and all time spent on or
around the property of the Camp Lohikan during the course of the 2010 Alumni Reunion whether or not this
time is part of an organized reunion event.
